WEEB® WASHER COMPATIBILITY

The WEEB® washer family of products can be used to bond anodized aluminum, galvanized steel,
steel and other electrically conductive metal structures. All installations shall be in accordance with
NEC requirements in the USA and with CSA C22.1 in Canada. The WEEB® washers are for use
with modules that have a maximum fuse rating of 25A or less.

Certain module frames do not have enough structural strength to withstand the force required to
embed a WEEB® washer. These frames will deform and therefore not allow sufficient penetration
of the WEEB® washer teeth. The general requirements for minimum module frame thickness of
boxed type module frames are illustrated below. For more information regarding module
compatibility, please see the technical documents section of our website.

Inspect each module frame used with a WEEB® device to ensure that the bottom mounting
face of the frame is flat, and that there are no hindrances to embedding WEEB® washer
teeth. Do not use a module with a frame that prevents the WEEB® washer teeth from
embedding fully.
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SYSTEM OVERVIEW

When position of solar modules is
finalized, torque fasteners to 15 ft-lbs / 20.5 N-m
using general purpose anti-seize compound on threads.

There is no need for WEEB® washers at
this location.Electrical connection is made for
this rail at mounting brackets pictured below.

Use two (2) WEEB-CMC's
Per East-West rail to ensure
Sufficient path to ground.

Use one WEEB-LUG-6.7 assembly per rail to connect
system to equipment ground conductor and torque
fasteners to 10 ft-lbs / 13.5 N-m

Lay in equipment ground conductor
and torque bolt to 5 ft-Ibs / 6.7 N-m.

Important notes:

1. Secure PV cables and reliably route cables using Wiley ACC cable clips for proper wire
management.

2. The NEC section 690.43 states "Exposed non-current carrying metal parts of module
frames, equipment, and conductor enclosures shall be grounded in accordance with
250.134 or 250.136(A) regardless of voltage".
