ﬁ . PLEASE READ
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The WEEB® washer family of products can be used to bond anodized aluminum, galvanized steel, steel and
other electrically conductive metal structures. All installations shall be in accordance with NEC requirements
in the USA and with CSA C22.1 in Canada. The WEEB® washers are for use with modules that have

a maximum fuse rating of less than 25A.

Installation Procedure:
1. Inspect each module frame used with a WEEB® device to ensure that the bottom mounting face of the frame
is flat, and that there are no hindrances to embedding WEEB® washer teeth. Do not use a module with
a frame that prevents the WEEB® washer teeth from embedding fully.
2. Slide WEEB-FBM516 onto module frame flange as shown in the illustrations below. Visually check that
the WEEB® washers are properly positioned.
3. Install one WEEB® washer per module. Once placement of modules is finalized, torque fasteners
to minimum of 12ft-Ib / 16.3N-m
